The Philosophy of Music

Cavemen boogied the Conga. Dancing is instinct. ��Even when we speak we speak in musical keys. Everything about us is musical: our language, our emotions and our movements. Our brains are orchestras. Everything we think and everything we do is music.





Music is the key to unlocking the secrets of who we are. We have the key but we don't know how to turn it. Several have come close, geniuses like Mozart, Beethoven, and, closest of all, Johann Sebastian Bach.
